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2010 Football NSW Media Accreditation Application Form

Please find following the application form for Media Accreditation for Football NSW. Your attention to the following important points is required:

· This season personalised passes will be used exclusively - this is to ensure those actually using the passes are authorised and are genuine pass holders.
· Only Football NSW passes are valid at Football NSW fixtures. Football Federation Australia (formerly, Australian Football Association or Football Australia) Media passes will not be observed as official accreditation.

· Application does not ensure Accreditation, which is at the discretion of the Football NSW, in consultation with member Clubs.
· All applications are issued subject to the bearer accepting the attached Media Guidelines. Failure to adhere to these regulations may result in the loss of Accreditation.
· No Accreditation will be processed unless all of the information is fully and correctly filled in. Any Accreditation application which does not comply with all of the requirements will be rejected, with the applicant notified.
· All applicants must attach two (2) clear, passport sized photographs. 
· No applications will be approved without current photographic identification. The Media and Communications Department will not accept the use of past photographic identification for a 2010 Media Accreditation Pass.

· Photographs may also be submitted electronically with the minimum specification being 2cm x 3cm @ 300dpi however, if the applicant wishes to send photos electronically then they MUST send this application form along with it otherwise it will result in the rejection of your pass.
· To submit both your form and photos electronically, clearly title your name in the heading of your email along with ‘Media Pass 2010’, and send it to mark@footballnsw.com.au and dasilva@footballnsw.com.au 
· All approved Media Accreditation Passes will be delivered by post to the applicant, as advised on the Accreditation Form, prior to the first match of the 2010 season or as soon as practical.
· Any Media Passes, which are lost or stolen during the season, will be replaced solely at the discretion of Football NSW. No individual may receive more than one lost/stolen Pass per season. Any request to re-issue a lost/stolen Pass must be made in writing.
· No television crew, film crew, or commercial video production company may shoot any footage of an official Football NSW match without first obtaining permission in writing from the Football NSW. This includes ‘stand-ups’ or ‘pieces to camera’ with the crowd, stadium and/or game in the background.
· All 2010 Media Accreditation Forms must be submitted by the 10th of April 2010. Forms submitted past this date will be automatically rejected and no passes will be given after this due date.
FINALLY - photographic accreditation to cover the Football NSW season will only be granted on the express condition that the attached Football NSW Photographer Accreditation Agreement is signed and returned. Any photograph taken at any Football NSW authorised match, or in association with any official event or fixture which displays Football NSW logos, may only be used for editorial and non-advertising purposes - this is issued at the discretion of the Football NSW Media and Communications Department.

Football NSW Media Guidelines Summary
Football NSW welcomes you to the 2010 NSW Premier League season and thanks the media for its on-going support and coverage of our great game.
These Media Guidelines are issued to ensure we provide the working media with the best possible opportunity to report both accurately and immediately from each match, and to enable you to fulfil your working requirements. For us to achieve these goals, we require your co-operation and support.

Media passes are strictly for personnel authorised to hold Media Accreditation, and must only be used while the holder is working at the game.

Lodgement of a Football NSW media accreditation application form constitutes an agreement by the authorising media organisation and any person seeking accreditation to abide by the conditions as set out in the Football NSW Rules and Regulations, and summary following:

· Filming of Football NSW Fixtures
No person may film Football NSW fixtures for any commercial use, without first obtaining prior written approval from the Football NSW Media and Communications Department, at least 24 hours prior to such vision being sought.
Television News crews are permitted to film fixtures for editorial and non-advertising purposes at the discretion of the host club or the Football NSW Media and Communications Department. Written approval may be necessary prior to such vision being sought.

· Press
The Football NSW media pass will provide access to all Football NSW venue media areas on match days, including the press box and post match media conference room.

At no point is access permitted to the dressing rooms or the field of play before, during or after the match, without the permission of a Football NSW or club official.

Importantly, access to Media Boxes is for working, accredited media only. In the event of overcrowding in a media box at a game venue, preference will be given to immediate deadline press.
· Photographers
Photographic accreditation to cover the NSW Premier League 2010 season will only be granted on the express condition that photographs taken at all Football NSW authorised matches, official events or any event or occasion which displays Football NSW logos shall be used only for editorial and non-advertising purposes and not for any commercial purpose other than as specified in this agreement. (For the avoidance of doubt, commercial purposes include using photographs for licensing endorsements, merchandising, memorabilia or marketing).
For the duration of the match, excluding team-line up shots pre kick-off, all accredited photographers must remain behind the perimeter fence. Permission for accredited photographers to shoot from the sidelines is at the discretion of match officials.

The only exception to this rule is Football NSW's Official Photographer, who will be clearly identified, and is able to shoot from either sideline.

Bibs shall be worn at all times whilst within the perimeters of the stadium and will only be issued by the home match officials to photographers accredited by Football NSW. Whilst within the perimeters of the stadium, photographer’s bibs must not be covered up by any other clothing (in case of inclement weather, etc, bibs must be worn OVER any other clothing).

The use of artificial lighting by photographers in the form of flashlight is strictly prohibited. 

Disregard of the above will lead to the revoking of Photographers Accreditation. 

Football NSW also retains the right to revoke media accreditation at its discretion.

Accredited Photographers may from time to time attend venues and take photographs of matches and events throughout the 2010 NSW Premier League Season (the “Season”) on the terms and conditions set out below.
Accreditation is granted for the sole purpose of taking photographs for the Publication/Website.

Without limiting paragraph 2, the Photographer shall not record moving pictures or audio material at any time.

The use of artificial lighting by photographers in the form of flashlight is strictly prohibited at Football NSW matches.

The Photographer shall at all time wear a bib whilst within the perimeters of the stadium and the bib will only be issued by the home match officials to photographers accredited by Football NSW. Whilst within the perimeters of the stadium, photographers’ bibs must not be covered up by any other clothing (in case of inclement weather, etc, bibs must be worn over any other clothing).

The Photographer shall accept all reasonable directions given by personnel of the home club, Football NSW or venue management.

Photographs taken at all Football NSW authorised matches, official events or any event or occasion which displays Football NSW or other logos (including member clubs logos or strip) shall be used only for editorial and non-advertising purposes and not for any commercial purpose other than as specified in this agreement. (For the avoidance of doubt, commercial purposes includes using photographs for licensing endorsements, merchandising, memorabilia or marketing.)

Accreditation may be revoked by Football NSW at any time if it reasonably believes either the Photographer or Publisher/Website has breached any of the terms and conditions.

In the event of revocation, clause 8 of this agreement survives.

The Publisher/Website indemnifies Football NSW for all costs, damages or expenses for claims arising out of the Publisher’s/Website’s and Photographer’s use of the photographs and Related Materials.
This application must be completed by the photographer and an authorised representative of the relevant organisation. Two (2) passport sized photographs must be enclosed.

In lodging this application form, we agree to comply with the Accreditation Terms and Conditions (overleaf).
